ERWC Senior Project
Reading, Listening, Viewing (RVL) Inquiry
In conjunction with the Senior Project, you will complete an inquiry on your career of choice. You must complete all of the assignments below by the assigned due dates. 
Career Research
Earn a minimum of 100 points from PRIMARY SOURCE(S):
*Every hour of work is equivalent to 25 points. (60 minutes=25 pages=5,000 words=25 points)
· Print/Digital Books: 25 pages=25 points
· Audio/Visual texts (audiobooks, documentaries, podcasts): 60 minutes=25 points
· Online articles (must be reputable source): 5,000 words=25 points
· Any other sources must be approved by Ms. Steenhard BEFORE RVL
Primary sources are first-hand accounts. I suggest memoirs, autobiographies, Blogs, or articles. Take at least 5 full pages of Cornell Notes. These primary sources should help you answer the following questions:
· What are the day-to-day activities of this career?
· What professional skills are beneficial to succeed?
· What personal traits are beneficial to succeed?
· What are the pros and cons of this career? (address both)
· What are your responsibilities in this career? (consider all aspects of the job)
· What suggestions are given to be successful?
· What has the author learned about him/herself and the profession since starting this career?
[bookmark: _GoBack]Career Facts: Use a minimum of 2 reputable sources to locate the following information. Take at least 3 full pages of Cornell Notes, using the categories below for the Cue Column. 
· Define your career along with any subspecialties. 
· What is a general description of the job duties in this particular career? 
· What skills or personality characteristics are essential for success in this career? 
· What is the salary range (consider location, experience, education, etc.)? 
· Describe the steps necessary to enter the career.
· All required education—including majors, degree types. Experience needed—internships, entry level. Exams. Certifications. Credentials. Licensing. Continuing education courses. Promotion opportunities.
· Where are the best places to get this education or training? (Colleges, Universities, Technical Schools, Military, Police Academy, etc.)
· What is the outlook for jobs in this field in the future? (Expected growth for this career) 
For the primary and career fact sources, create an MLA Works Cited list (3 sources minimum).
During RVL time, students must:
· work independently, not distracting peers
· stay on task
· work silently
· complete a daily log of activities
· you may work on any aspect of the senior project during this time; be mindful of the due dates. If you are found not to be using time wisely, you will lose points from your senior project interviews. (per instance)
Career Presentation (300 points)
You may choose one of the following formats to demonstrate what you have learned about your career: PowerPoint/Google Slides/Prezi Presentation, video, website. You will give an 8-10 minute presentation. 
Whatever format you decide upon must:
· demonstrate significant time and effort put forth by the student
· address the occasion (refer to checkpoint 1)
· share substantial information about the career, addressing all information found on the Quick guide and in the primary source(s); someone who knows nothing about the career should feel completely oriented with it by the end of your presentation.
· be presented in class
· include a graphic/visual timeline that demonstrates the steps it takes to enter the profession. 
· engage the audience
· demonstrate proficient skills for the format (i.e. eye contact for presentations, editing for video, design for websites).
· provide a list of resources (in MLA works cited format; printed and turned in)

	Fully revised, final, professional draft of your quick guide. This must capture the most important facts about your career.

	Checkpoint 5: Academic Resume 
	
	Develop a well-formatted, attractive resume that highlights your achievements thus far. Limit to 1 page

	Checkpoint 6: Cover Letter 
	
	Write a cover letter to a potential employer in the field in which you are choosing to shadow. Follow the template. Imagine you are applying for an internship; include only truthful information.
	30

	Checkpoint 7: Recommendation Letters
	
	Obtain two letters of recommendation. (They cannot be from family members or peers). Provide a brag sheet and at least 2 weeks’ notice to each person who agrees to write a recommendation.

	Checkpoint 8: 
Verification of and reflection on Shadowing
	In order to verify your shadowing experience, you must complete each of the following:
You must complete a minimum of 8 hours of shadowing. 

	8a. Journal
	
	Journal: Two-page, single spaced minimum reflection on your shadowing experience; this should include the activities you completed, how you felt, what you learned, whether or not the experience met your expectations, the dates and hours of your shadowing, and more.
	30

	8b. Mentor Evaluation with Timecard
	
	Provide your mentor with the evaluation and timecard form. The form must be returned in a sealed, signed envelope. (mentor signs over the seal) No credit if not signed and sealed.
	50

	8c. Evidence of Shadowing Experience
	
	Creatively prove that you shadowed. Develop a collage, scrapbook page, or another creative project (8.5”x11”) to display the artifacts from your shadowing (pictures, business cards, paperwork, etc.). This must fit in your portfolio. You must include artifacts that will PROVE you shadowed. You MUST include a photo with your mentor.
